Under Delaware State election procedures, a valid state or federal 

ID is requires to be displayed to the election officials in order to 

vote. This would include a Delaware drivers license, a Delaware 

state ID or a federal ID card such as a military ID or a passport; all 

of which show or have on it an address that is physically located in 

the Town of Milton and a photograph of the individual. Then the 

voter signs the voting card, and in the Town voter registration 

books.  

 

This is the opinion of the Town Solicitor’s email dated February 6, 

2007.
